At the top of each record, 
you will be able to create a 
citation, email the record, 
add it to a list, tag the item or 
rate the item.  You can also 
find other books with the 
same subject under the ‘More 
Like This’ section. 
 
 
The next section provides a list 
of all of the libraries near you 
who own the item.  State 
employees can request this 
item by selecting the 
‘Request Item’ button and 
filling out the request form.  
State employees can also 
submit requests to the 
refhelp@library.ohio.gov 
email address.
