Digital Public Library of America  

• In April 2015, the State Library Board awarded an LSTA grant to Columbus Metropolitan Library to act 
as administrator and lead implementer for a “DPLA in Ohio Planning Project.” This project will develop 
a plan for Ohio cultural heritage institutions to participate in DPLA through creation of an Ohio Service 
Hub. 

• The DPLA in Ohio Working Groups; Technical Strategy, Advocacy, Metadata Standards, Governance, 
Legal Agreements, and Sustainability, have been finalized and have begun to meet. 

• A survey will be sent to Ohio cultural heritage organizations in early October to assess current and 
future plans related to digital collections and associated metadata.  The survey will also help to 
determine training needs, barriers to participation, current content management systems in use, and 
metadata harvesting strategies supported.
